What does the spiritual journey
offered by ARISE look like?

The spiritual path laid out by the ARISE process
begins with a period of formation for diocesan
and parish leaders. The process then guides the
participants through five distinct periods of time
(called Seasons) each of which lasts six weeks.
Each Season engages the entire parish in a basic
gospel theme:

Season I Fall Encountering Christ Today
Season II Lent Change Our Hearts
Season III Fall In the Footsteps of Christ
Season IV Lent New Heart, New Spirit
Season V Fall We Are the Good News!
